Students should disel free to consult scholars and
practitioners from outside the University who maywé experience and expertise in the
chosen fields and the due date for submissionefibsertation proposal is on the date
to be notified by the Institute, from time to time.

Preparatory tasks, format and length of dissertatios: After the preliminary work, the
onus is on the students to maintain regular comtétt the respective faculty members.
Supervisors may ask students to engage in sewasiled such as preparing notes on the
research problem, generating a survey of literaange making short presentations before
faculty members from time to time. In particulatydents should make full use of the
library resources.

It is always worthwhile to periodically show rougltrafts to the supervisors. It is
advisable for students to meet their supervisolsaast once every week.
